It is designed for
candidates who are pursuing or who hold a teaching license and wish to
prepare for adding an ESL endorsement to it or who wish to teach English
abroad, work for private businesses and schools, or teach ESL to immigrant
populationsin the USA. In such contexts, candidates will benefit from a
solid knowledge of language fundamental s coupled with cross-cultural
communication and practical pedagogical training.

The TESL certificate is available to undergraduate students and non-degree
seeking professionals who meet the requirements. It can be completed in two
modalities: online and face-to-face.
